Built over 55 music labs throughout the city and runs
over 1000 program sessions supporting over 1150
students annually.
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Trained and graduated 30 student teacher and
leaders, who have gone on to teach students of their

own.
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Since inception, over 75 students have graduated
from our student teach program. Student teachers &
graduates of this program have supported over 791
students of their own in the last year.




The Ecosystem of Support Model is the core of Beyond the Bars’ approach to creating safe,
trauma-informed spaces for Philadelphia's youth, meeting them wherever they are in their
journeys. Through this model, we offer a network of over 55 music labs, Student Teacher

programs, mobile studios, and partnerships with over 75 community organizations. This
ecosystem supports youth not only in artistic expression but also in gaining access to critical
resources, leadership development, and employment opportunities, all aimed at interrupting
cycles of violence and divestment.
